The Scottish Parliament agreed on 16 November that it was content for Scottish Ministers to 
give their consent to the Organic Production (Amendment) (No. 2) Regulations 2022  

including Scottish devolved matters, as set out in the notification to the Parliament.  
 
The Organic Production (Amendment) (No.2) Regulations 2022 was made on 6 December under 
Articles 22(1) and 38b(8) of Council Regulation (EC) No 834/2007 on organic production and 
labelling of organic products as it forms part of retained EU law. I can now confirm that this SI 
is consistent with the consent granted.
