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intervention, which has significantly improved patient mental wellbeing; understands that patients 
reported feeling calmer, more content and more in control of their lives, as a direct result of the art; 
notes that the exhibition connects patients, staff, family, friends and the wider public to raise 
awareness and change perceptions around people experiencing illness, and believes that it also 
allows visitors to the exhibitions to appreciate the work as the valid and vibrant art pieces that they 
are. 

*S6M-15414 Marie McNair:  Beyond the Virus Report on Integrating and Prioritising Mental 
Health and Wellbeing in Scotland’s HIV Response—That the Parliament considers that there is 
an urgent need to integrate mental health within Scotland’s HIV response, as highlighted by the 
recent HIV Outcomes UK report, Beyond the Virus: Prioritising mental health for people living with 
HIV in Scotland; acknowledges the report’s findings that there are significant gaps in mental

living with HIV have consistent access to high-quality, stigma-free mental health support 
throughout Scotland. 

*S6M-15378 Kevin Stewart: The UK Government's Approach to Energy Policy—That the 
Parliament notes the reported announcement from the APA Corporation that it will pull out of the 
North Sea in the next five years, with the firm stating that it will run a "very limited capital 
programme" in 2025 before ceasing all production in its North Sea assets by 31 December 2029; 
understands that the chief executive of APA Corporation, formerly known as Apache, has 
reportedly stated that this is well ahead of what would have been an otherwise reasonable time 
frame; notes that APA Corporation also reportedly states that "the onerous financial impact of the 
Energy Profits Levy makes production of hydrocarbons beyond the year 2029 uneconomic";
